Saturday Afternoon Activities


Hiking with GPS (on your own activity)
Did you know that Shrine Mont has GPS units that you can use for hikes? They have built-in hikes programmed into them, and it works a bit like a scavenger hunt. You follow the clues to the first spot, look for a hidden clue to the second spot, and so on. It's great for group hikes around the mountain!  
If you are interested in using on of these GPS units you may pick one up at the hotel front desk.  You will need to fill out a small form.  Shrine Mont will make a copy of your driver’s license or credit card.  The fee is $15.00 for 4 hours, $25.00 for the full day. North Mountain Hike (on your own or with the group)
